PERSONAL SAFETY

Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use
commoen sense when operating a power tool.

Use clamps or other practical way to secure and
support the workpiece to a stable platform. Holding
the work by hand or against your body is unstable and
may lead to loss of control.

Use the correct tool for your
application. The correct tool will do the job better and
safer at the rate for which it is designed.

Do not use tool if switch does not turn it onor off. A
tool that cannot be conirolled with the switch is
dangerous and must be repaired.

Disconnect battery pack from tool or place the
switch in the locked or off position before making
any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing
the tool. Such preventive safety measures reduce the
risk of starting the tool accidentally.

Store idle tools out of reach of children and other
untrained persons. Tools are dangerous in the hands
of untrained users.

When battery pack is not in use, keep it away from
other metal objects like: paper clips, coins, keys,
nails, screws, or other small metal objects that can
make a connection from one terminal to another.
Shorting the battery terminals together may cause
sparks, burns, or a fire.

Do not operate charger with a damaged cord or
plug, which could cause shorting and electric shock. If
darnaged, have the charger replaced by an authorized
serviceman.

Do not operate charger if it has received a sharp
blow, been dropped, or otherwise damaged in any
way. Take it 1o an authorized servicernan for electrical
check to determine if the charger is in good working
order.

Do not disassemble charger. Take if to an authorized
serviceman when service or repair is required. Incor-
rect reassembly may result in a risk of electric shock or
fire.

TOOL-LESS BLADE CLAMP

Your saw has a blade clamp design that does not require
the use of a tool (blade wrench) when installing or
removing the blade. Simply lift blade clamp lock / release
lever, located on front of saw, insert blade between blade
clamp and saw bar as far as possible, then release lever to
lock position.

BLADE SELECTION

To obtain the best performance from your saw it is
important to select a specific blade for the particular
application and type of material you wish to cut. By doing
this you will get a smoother, faster cut and prolong blade
life. Replacement blades for this saw are available from
your nearest Sears dealer. Sears recommends the use of
a T-shank blade. If a T-shank blade is not available, a high
quality U-shank may be used.

LOCK-OFF BUTTON

Your saw is equipped with a "lock-off" button which
reduces the possibility of accidental starting. The lock-off
button is located on the handle above the switch trigger.
You must depress the lock-off button in order to pull the
switch trigger. The lock resets each time the trigger is
released.

NOTE: You can depress the lock-off buiton from either the
left or right side.

SWITCH

To turn your saw ON, depress the lock-off button and pulf
switch trigger. Release switch trigger to turn your saw OFF.

VARIABLE SPEED

This tool has a variable speed switch that delivers higher
speed with increased trigger pressure. Speed is controlled
by the amount of switch trigger depression.

BLADE STORAGE
When not in use, you can place the blades provided with

your orbital jig saw in the storage area located on the back
of the saw.

ORBITAL ADJUSTMENT KNOB

Four position orbital adjustment for fine to aggressive
cutting.

ERGONOMIC DESIGN

The design of the orbital jig saw provides for easy han-
dling. It is designed for comfort and ease of grasp when
operating in different positions and at different angles.

UNPACKING

Your jig saw has been shipped completely assembled.

B Make sure that all Hems listed in the packing list are
included.

B Inspect the tool carefully to make sure no breakage or
damage occurred during shipping.

B Do notdiscard the packing material until you have
carefully inspected and satisfactorily operated the

B Cutting wood surfaces.
B Cutting thin sheet metal.

B Cutting plastics and laminates.

CAUTION: To prevent damage to the battery pack,
remove the battery pack from the charger immedi-
ately if no LED comes on. Return the battery pack
and charger to your nearest service center for check-
ing or replacing. Also, if you are removing the batiery
pack from the charger and no LEDs are on, return
both the battery pack and the charger to vour near-
est service center. Do not insert another battery pack
into the charger. A damaged charger may

damage a battery pack.

B Green LED on = When battery pack is inserted into
charger, indicates hot battery pack or that battery pack
is out of or helow normal ternperature range.

B Yellow and Green LEDs on = Deeply discharged or
defective battery pack.

B No LED on = Defective charger or battery pack.
CHARGING THE BATTERY PACK

Battery packs for this tool have been shipped in a low
charge condition to prevent possible problems. Therefore,
vou should charge it until the green LED on the front of the
charger comes on.

NOTE: Batteries will not reach full charge the first time
they are charged. Allow several cycles (operation followed
by recharging) for them to become fully charged.

CHARGING A COOL BATTERY PACK
See Figure 2.

If battery pack is below normal temperature range, the
green LED on charger will come on. Allow battery pack to
reach normal temperature, then the red LED will come on.

NOTE: If the charger does not charge the battery pack

under normal circumstances, return both the battery pack

and charger to your nearest Sears Repair Center for

electrical check.

B Charge the battery pack only with the charger provided.

B [Make sure the power supply is normal household
voltage, 120 volts, 60 Hz, AC only.

B Connectthe charger to the power supply.

B Place the battery pack in the charger aligning raised rib
on the battery pack with the groove in the charger.




Press down on the battery pack to be sure contacts on
the battery pack engage properly with contacts in the
charger.

Normatly the red LED on charger will come on. This
indicates the charger is in fast charging mode.

Red LED should remain on for approximately 1 hour
then the green LED will come on. Green LED on
indicates battery pack is fully charged and charger is
in maintenance charge mode.

NOTE: The green LED will remain on until the battery
pack is removed from the charger or charger is
disconnected from the power supply.

If both vellow and green LEDs come on, this indicates
a deeply discharged or defective battery pack. Allow
the battery pack to remain in the charger for 15 10 30
minutes. When the battery pack reaches normal
voltage range, the red LED should come on. If the red
LED does not come on after 30 minutes, this may
indicate a defective batfery pack and should be
replaced.

After normal usage, a minimum of 1 hour of charging
time is reqguired to fully recharge battery pack.

The battery pack will become slightly warm to the
touch while charging. This is normal and does not
indicate a problem.

Do not place the charger and battery pack in an area
of extreme heat or cold. They will work best at normal
room temperature.

NOTE: The charger and battery pack should be placed
in a location where the temperature is more than 50°F
but less than 100°F.

When batteries become fully charged, unplug the
charger from power supply and remove the battery
pack.

CHARGING A HOT BATTERY PACK

When using the tool continuously, the batteries in the
battery pack will become hot. You should let a hot bat-
tery pack cool down for approximately 30 minutes before
attempting to recharge. When the battery pack becomes
discharged and is hot, this will cause the green LED 1o
come on instead of the red LED. After 30 minutes, reinsert
the battery pack in the charger. If the green LED continues
to remain on, return battery pack to your nearest Sears
Repair Center for checking or replacing.

NOTE: This situation only occurs when continuous use of
the tool causes the batteries to become hot. It does not
occur under normal circumstances. Refer to “GHARG-
ING A COOL BATTERY PACK” for normal recharging

of batteries. If the charger does not charge your battery
pack under normal circumstances, return both the battery
pack and charger to your nearest Sears Repair Center for
electrical check.
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TO INSTALL BATTERY PACK
See Figure 3.

Follow these steps to install the batiery pack.

B Lock the trigger switch by placing the rotation selector
in the center position.
Place the batlery pack on the tool,

Make sure the latches on each side of the battery pack
snap into place and the battery pack is secured on the
tool before beginning operation.

CAUTION: When placing the battery pack in the
tool, be sure raised rib on battery pack aligns with
the groove in the tool and that the latches shap into
place properly. Improper assembly of the battery
pack can cause damage 1o internal components.

TO REMOVE BATTERY PACK
See Figure 3.

Follow these steps to remove the battery pack.

B | ock the trigger switch by placing the rotation selector
in the center position.

B Depress the latches on the side of battery pack.
B Remove the battery pack from the tool.

Rest the front of the saw base on the workpiece and align
cutting edge of the biade with the line on your workpiece.
Start your saw and move it forward on the work surface.
Apply downward pressure to keep the saw steady and
only enough forward pressure to keep the blade cutting.

DO NOT FORCE YOUR SAW

Forcing yvour saw may overheat the motor and break saw
blades. Broken saw blades must be discarded. Remove
the broken portion of the saw blade from the clamp and
install & new saw blade.

ORBITAL MOTION
See Figure 6.

The blade of your saw cuts in orbital motion. This feature
is adjustable and provides faster more efficient cutting. / v
The blade cuts through your work in the upstroke but B =
does not drag across your work in the downstroke. The
higher settings should be used when fast cutling in soft
material is desired. The lower settings should be used
when cutting materials with more resistance.

STRAIGHT CUT =0
See Figure 6. ORBITAL
A straight cut can be made by clamping a piece of wood ADJUSTMENT
or straightedge to the workpiece and guiding the edge of KNOB
your saw against it. Make the cut from one direction only.
Don't cut halfway and complete the cut from the opposite
end.

Scroll cuts can be made with your jig saw by guiding the
direction of the cut with applied pressure on the handle as
shown in figure 7.

WARNING: Excessive side pressure to the blade
could result in broken blades or damage to the
material being cut.
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ANGLE CUTTING (BEVEL CUTTING)
See Figures 8 - 8.

Bavel cutting angles may be adjusted from 0° to 45° right
o left. Angles for cuts from 0° to 45° in 15° incremenis
are marked on a scale on both the left and right side of
the base. Notches on the rear of the base provide posi-
tive stops at each of the above mentioned 15° increments.
A protractor is recommended when accurate cuts are
required.

B Using the 1/8 in. hex kay provided, ioosen the base
pivet screws until the base can be moved.

B Slide base forward untll base pivot screws can move
freely in slots in base.

B Align the mark, on the base, of the desired angle with
the edge of the motor housing.

B Once the desired angle is reached, slide base back until

tab on motor housing aligns with the appropriate noich
on rear of base.

NOTE: When making a set-up for accurate cuts with a
protractor, or for angles other than the preset 15° incre-
ments, the positive stop notches on the rear of the base
are not used.

B Tighien the base pivol screws securely.
B Return hex key to storage compartment.

NOTE: The wide slot in the base must be used when mak-
ing bevel cuts, scrolf cuts, plunge cuts, and when cutting
metal,

PLUNGE CUTTING
See Figures 10 - 11.

ﬂ WARNING: To avoid loss of control, broken blades,
or damage to the material being cut, always use
extreme caution when making plunge cuts. We do
not recommend plunge cutting on materials other
than wood.

TO MAKE A PLUNGE CUT:

B Mark the line of cut clearly on the workplece,
B Set the culting angle at ¢°,

B Sef the orbital adjustment knob to 0.

B

Tilt your saw forward so that it rests on the front edge
of the base and blade will not come in contact with the
workpiece when the saw is turnad on.

Make sure the blade is inside the area to be cut.

Using high speed, start your saw and slowly lower the
blade into the workpiece until the blade cuts through the
wood,

B Do not move the base forward untd the blade cuts en-
tirely through the workpiece and the base s in complele
contact with the workplece,

B Move the saw forward to complete the opening.
B Use only the 7 teeth per inch blade for this type of cut,
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SPLINTER-FREE CUTTING
See Figures 12 - 13,

The base of your lig saw has a narrow slot to permit
splinter-free cutting. It is especially useful when cutting
plywood, This feature should only be used when mak-
ing straight cuts or circle cuts. It is not for bevel cutting or
plunge cutting.

NOTE: The non-orbital setting also helps reduce spiin-
tering when cutting plywood.

HOW TO POSITION BASE IN THE SPLINTER-
FREE CUTTING POSITION:

Remove ballery pack.

Using the 1/8 in. hex key provided, loosen base pivot
screws and slide base forward.

B Always set the cutting angle at 0° for splinter-free cut-

ting. To set cutting angle at 0°, align the 0° mark on the
scale with the edge of the motor housing.

NOTE: When setting angle at 0° for splinter-free cutting,
the positive stop notches on the rear of the base are not
used.

Tighten base pivot screws securely.

Remove hex key and return it to storage compartment.
Replace battery pack.

OPTIONAL EDGE GUIDE

See Figure 14.

An optional edge guide is available for use with your saw. It
can be used for making crosscuts and rip cuts.

Femove battery pack.
Loosen edge guide screw,

Insert the arm through the two slots in the base of your
saw as shown.

Adiust edge guide to the desired width and lock in place
with the edge guide screw.

Replace battery pack.
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A WARNING: When servicing, use only identical
Craftsman replacement parts. Use of any other part
may create a hazard or cause product damage.

A WARNING: Always wear safety gogales or safety
glasses with side shields when using compressed air
to clean tools.

Avold using solvents when cleaning plastic parts. Most
plastics are susceptible to damage from various types of
commercial solvents and may be damaged by their use,
Use clean cloths to remove diri, dust, oil, grease, etc.

A WARNING: Do not at any time let brake fluids,
gascline, petroleum-based products, penetrating
oils, etc. come in contact with plastic parts. Chemi-
cals can damage, weaken or destroy plastic which
may result in serious personal injury.

Only the parts shown on the parts list are intended to be
repaired or replaced by the customer. All other parts
should be replaced at a Sears Service Center.

BATTERIES

The battery pack for this tool is equipped with nickel-cad-
mium rechargeable batteries. Length of service from each
charging will depend on the type of work you are doing.

The batteries in this tool have been designed to provide
maximum trouble-free life. However, like all batteries, they
will eventually wear cut. Do not disassemble battery pack
and attempt to replace the batteries. Handling of these
batteries, especially when wearing rings and lewelry, could
result in a serious burn.

To obtain the longest possible battery life, we suggest the
following:

B Remove the battery pack from the charger once it is
fully charged and ready for use.

For battery pack storage longer than 30 days:

B Siore the battery pack where the temperature is below
80°F.

B Store battery packs in a "discharged" condition.
