3. Reinstall thE> empty magazine. The compact 
disc changer retums the compact disc to the 
magazine and ejects the magazine again.

Loading the CD Changer 
Insert compact Discs in the

Press the compact disc ejector knob to eject 
the compact disc from the magazine. 

Load the Magazine into the

Slide compact disc changer door to the right. 
Insert magazine. Close door. You will hear 
the XCH 6RF check how many discs are in 
the magazine.
