NOTE1:
We suggest you put the Power-On for both the audio player and your PC with Internet
connection ready, before you start the software installation.

NOTE 2:
Software installation is only needed if your computer has the older Windows 98SE operating
system. If you have a newer operating system, such as Windows Me or XP, you don’t
need to install any software. This MP3 player is “plug and play” and ready to use when
you connect the USB cable to the MP3 player and your computer (your computer must
have a USB port).

NOTE 3:

* WMA music with DRM protection will not play on this set.

• Built-in 512MB flash memory (total space, including hidden operating system files).

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1-3. Device Overview

Fig. 1-3-1 Device Overview
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1. Lock button  - Disables buttons to prevent accidental operation.
2. Mini-USB Port - Lift the rubber cover and connect the player to your computer

using the supplied USB cable.
3. SD/MMC Socket (card slot) - Insert an SD/MMC card to have extra memory.
4. Battery Box - Install one size AAA battery (alkaline or NiMH).
5. Hanging strap wire Hole - To hang the player to the earphones and conveniently

carry these on your neck.
6. Earphones Jack - Connects earphones or a home theater or any amplifier etc. with

a 3.5mm stereo plug.
7. Mode Switch - has many functions:

• Turn right: NEXT  - Skips to the next track. Turn right and hold to scan
forward.

• Turn left: PREV  - Skips to the previous track. Turn left and hold to scan
reverse.

• Pushing the MODE Switch
(1). During play, press the MODE switch to select REPEAT ONE or REPEAT ALL.
(2). During play or in stop mode, press and hold the MODE switch to enter

the Menu mode.
(3). In stop mode, press the MODE switch to select the play mode:

REPEAT ONE, REPEAT ALL, SHUFFLE, SHUFFLE & REPEAT, or PREVIEW.
8. Volume + Button - Press to increase the volume.
9. Volume – Button - Press to decrease the volume.

10. Play/Pause  Button - Start or pause or stop playback.

11. Power Button  - Press and hold to turn the player on or off.
12. LCD Screen - Displays current status of the player, details on page 7.
13. Built-in Microphone - Used for voice recording.
14. Back Cover - Remove back cover to install the AAA battery or an optional SD/MMC

memory card.

1. Battery Level - Displays battery capacity,  full,  partial,  empty..

The battery icon will flash when the battery is weak.

3. Memory Selecting-Internal flash memory (FL)/External SD/MMC Card (CA).

4. Lock  - Buttons are locked when  appears in the display..

5. Repeat Setting - Displays repeat mode (No mark = NORMAL, 1  REPEAT  ONE,

 REPEAT ALL, S  SHUFFLE, S  SHUFFLE and REPEAT, [Pre] PREVIEW).
6. Play Status Icon - Playing  / Stop  / Pause .
7. Number - Shows current track number / total number of tracks.

9. Volume - Volume control with 31 levels (larger number = louder volume).

10. Music Format - Shows “MP3” / “WMA” format music.

To Uninstall the Win98SE Driver:
Run “1. Start  2. MP-456 MP3 Audio Player  3. Uninstall”.

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2-3. Connecting the Audio Player and Your Computer

3 When the cable is properly connected and the computer successfully recognizes the
MP-456, the player will display “READY” on the LCD display.

4 You are now ready to copy music files or data to the player. It will display “WRITING”
when downloading (when you copy music files from computer to player), and displays
“READING” when uploading (when you copy files from player to computer).

Both PC or Mac users must use the USB cable (included) to connect the player and
computer before you can download or upload music files to the computer.

1 Connect the smaller plug of the USB cable to the mini-USB port on the player as shown.
Plug only fits one way, if the plug does not match the mini-USB port, don’t force it,
just reverse it and try again.

NOTE 1: This player does not support DRM-protected files (such as music downloaded
from some online music stores).

NOTE 2: If you cannot download music from the web site to the MP3 player directly, please
download the music to the computer and then copy the music to the MP3 player.

NOTE 3: This player can also be used as a removable drive (also known as a USB flash
drive). You can drag and drop files into the player. (Up to the limit of about
512 MB for internal memory or the capacity of the installed SD/MMC card.)

NOTE 4: If you are unable to transfer files to the SD/MMC card and you are certain
there’s available space, try copying the files to a folder instead of the root
directory.

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2-5. Storage Information of the Player
To check the storage (capacity) of the player, highlight the disc you want to check. Right
click on the mouse (press the mouse right button) and then click on “Properties”. A
Properties window will pop up displaying the storage information of the player.

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2-6. Disconnecting the Audio Player from Your Computer
For Windows Me/2000/XP users, the player can be disconnected safely as follows:
1. Click the “Safely Remove Hardware” icon in the Windows Toolbar (on the right bottom

corner near the clock icon on your computer).
2. From the list of Hardware Devices, select the player.
3. Click “Stop” button.
4. Click “OK” to confirm.
5. Click “Close” after finished.
6. Now, it is safe to disconnect the player.

NOTE: Do not unplug the Player while there is data transferring between the player and the
computer or some data may be lost.

3-3. Music Playback
• When you turn on the player, it will auto playback built-in memory’s music if you have

already copied any music into your MP3 player (or it will play the 2 demo songs included).

• To adjust the Volume, press the VOL– or VOL+ button.

• If an SD/MMC card is already inserted into the
MP3 player, when you turn on the player, it will
play the music on the card automatically, refer
to 3-6. Using an External SD/MMC Memory Card
on page 17.

3-4. Locking the Buttons
To prevent accidental pressing of the buttons, slide the lock

button to the locked position, the lock icon  will appear in
the display. All the buttons will be locked and disabled till
you slide the lock button to the unlocked position.

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3-5. MODE Switch Operation
MODE switch can perform more than one function, a quick press or a long holding press
may be needed to do different functions.

1. Skip and Search function.
a. During play, to skip to the previous track, turn the MODE switch  to the left. Too

rewind the music, turn left and hold the MODE switch .
b. During play, to skip to the next track, turn MODE switch  to the right. To fast

forward the music, turn right and hold the MODE switch .

2. Menu operation

a. To enter the setup menu, press and hold the MODE switch until the menu appears.

b. To select the menu option, turn the MODE switch left or right.

c. To confirm the selection, press the MODE switch.

d. To exit the setup menu, press and hold the MODE switch.

3. Repeat playback: during play, press the MODE switch.

4. Play mode selection: In stop mode, press the MODE switch.

3-6. Using an External SD/MMC Memory Card (Optional - not included)
1. Turn off the player. Open the back cover, see diagram below.
2. Confirm the card is SD/MMC type and insert the card correctly as indicated in the

diagram, then close the battery cover box.

NOTE 1: The external SD/MMC card requires a fully charged or fresh battery to operate,
so please change to a new battery if you can’t power on when you are using
the external SD/MMC card.

3. Turn on the player. It will play the music on the SD/MMC card automatically, the
memory icon will show in the display (card play).

4. If you want to listen to the music on the built-in flash memory, please press and hold
the MODE switch to enter the menu and then turn the MODE switch to the left to
select the FLASH MUSIC, press the MODE switch to confirm. The memory icon
changes to . Press the PLAY   button to start to play the music on the built-in
flash memory.

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NOTE 2: Be sure to turn off the MP3 player before inserting or removing the SD/MMC
card. If your set is on, it may cause some data to be lost or the set to freeze
or become inoperative. If this should happen, please take out the battery for
1 minute, then replace it and restart the MP3 player.

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3-7. Selecting Playback Mode
You can simply press the MODE switch to select repeat mode REPEAT ONE or REPEAT
ALL during play, or press the MODE switch repeatedly in stop status to select other
playback mode. Then press the PLAY button to start the playback. The playback modes
are:

1. REPEAT ONE 1 : Plays one song over and over..

2. REPEAT ALL : Plays all the songs over and over..

3. SHUFFLE S : Plays all the songs in random order..

4. SHUFFLE and REPEAT S : Plays all the songs in random order, then repeats
them over again, until you press STOP.

5. PREVIEW [Pre]: Plays the first 10 seconds of each song in sequence.

6. Normal playback, no mark: Plays all the songs in sequence, and the player will be
automatically turned off when all the songs have been played.

You can also select the playback mode in the SETUP menu.
1. Press and hold the MODE switch to enter the menu, then turn the MODE switch left

or right repeatedly to select SET.
2. Press the MODE switch to open the SET menu.
3. Turn the MODE switch left or right to select PLAY MODE, and then press the MODE

switch to open the PLAY MODE submenu.

1. Press and hold the MODE switch to enter the menu, turn the MODE switch left or right

to select “VOICE”.
2. Press the MODE switch to enter record playing, select your recorded file by turning

the MODE switch left or right. Press  button to start or pause/stop the playing.

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3-10. Using the FM Radio (87.5-108MHz)
NOTE: The Earphone’s wire is also an FM Antenna. Adjusting the length and the
position of the earphone’s wire can improve the FM reception. Touching the earphone’s
wire during FM play may affect reception of weak stations.

1. Press and hold the MODE switch to enter the menu, turn the MODE switch left or right
to select “FM”.

2. Press the MODE switch to enter radio reception.

3. Scan the FM Station.
a. Press the MODE switch to enter the “Scan” menu.
b. Turn the MODE switch left or right to scan manually (0.1MHz/step).
c. Press  button to start automatic scan, it will stop when it finds an available

FM station.

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5. FM recording - This allows you to record songs from the FM radio.
a. Following steps 1-2 to enter radio reception mode.
b. Select your favorite radio station by turning the MODE switch left or right.
c. Press the MODE switch repeatedly to enter Recording, then press  button to

start/pause FM record. After finishing, press the MODE switch to exit the menu.
The recorded file will be saved as FXXX.WAV file in the path: MP-456 flash
memory\VOICE\FXXX.WAV.

Press the MODE switch repeatedly until “Quit” shows
in the display, press the button  to return to the
music play status.
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3-11. Customizing Your Player (Setting)
1. Equalizer Setting (EQ) - This adjusts the tones of your music

a. Press and hold the MODE switch to enter the menu, then turn the MODE switch
left or right to select “SET” option.

b. Press the MODE switch to enter SET submenu. Then press the MODE switch to
enter EQ submenu.

c. Turn the MODE switch left or right to select your favorite EQ mode from the 6-band
EQ: NOR(normal), Rock, Jazz, Classic, Pop, Bass.

d. To exit the menu, press and hold the MODE switch to confirm and return to normal
music play mode.

2. LCD Display Contrast Setting - This adjusts the contrast of the display
a. Press and hold the MODE switch to enter the menu, then turn the MODE switch

left or right to select “SET” option.
b. Press the MODE switch to enter SET submenu. Turn the MODE switch left or right

to select Contrast.
c. Press the MODE switch to enter the Contrast setup menu, turn the MODE switch

left or right to set the contrast, the highest is 10, 5 is the default.
d. To exit the menu, press and hold the MODE switch to confirm and return to normal

music play mode.

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3. LCD Display Backlight Setting - This adjusts the display lighting time
a. Press and hold the MODE switch to enter the menu, then turn the MODE switch

left or right to select “SET” option.
b. Press the MODE switch to enter SET submenu. Turn the MODE switch left or right

to select Backlight.
c. Press the MODE switch to enter the Backlight setup menu, turn the MODE switch left

or right to set the background light time. The longest time is “ ”, it means the backlight
will be always on when the player is on, but it will shorten battery life very much.

d. To exit the menu, press and hold the MODE switch to confirm and return to normal
music play mode.

4. Power Setting - This shuts off the set if stopped or paused for a length time
a. Press and hold the MODE switch to enter the menu, then turn the MODE switch

left or right to select “SET” option.
b. Press the MODE switch to enter SET submenu. Turn the MODE switch left or right

to select Power Set.
c. Press the MODE switch to enter the Power Set setup menu, turn the MODE switch

left or right to set the automatic power off time.
d. There are 4 selections in this item: Disable, 2 minutes, 5 minutes, 10 minutes.

When you stop or pause the playback, the player will be turned off automatically
at the time you set.

e. To exit the menu, press and hold the MODE switch to confirm and return to normal
music play mode.

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5. Language Setting - This allows you to change the language displayed
a. Press and hold the MODE switch to enter the menu, then turn the MODE switch

left or right to select “SET” option.
b. Press the MODE switch to enter SET submenu. Turn the MODE switch left or right

to select Language.
c. Press the MODE switch to enter the Language setup menu, turn the MODE switch

left or right to select the LCD display language.
d. There are 7 possible language selections in this MP3 player:

(1) English: Shows the menu in English, shows the song title in English.
(2) Simplified Chinese: Shows the menu in simplified Chinese, shows the song

title in English or simplified Chinese characters.
(3) Traditional Chinese: Shows the menu in traditional Chinese, shows the

song title in English or traditional Chinese characters.
(4) English & European: Shows the menu in English, shows the song title in one

of the languages prevalently used in Europe with the English alphabet, such
as English, French, Spanish, Portuguese, German, etc..

(5) English & Korean: Shows the menu in English, shows the song title in
English or Korean characters.

(6) English & Japanese: Shows the menu in English, shows the song title in
English or Japanese characters.

(7) English & Russian: Shows the menu in English, shows the song title in English
or Russian alphabet.

e: To exit the menu, press and hold the MODE switch to confirm and return to
normal music play mode.

3. Press the MODE switch to confirm, then turn the MODE switch left or right to select

the file you want to delete.
4. Press the MODE switch to enter the delete confirm menu.
5. Press the Play button to delete the file, the display shows “DONE” or press the MODE

switch to cancel.

1. Now Playing - Check / listen to currently playing media tracks.
2. Media Guide - Search of media files (music, movies, etc.) online.
3. Copy from CD - Copy and convert CD Audio tracks to WMA format.
4. Media Library - Create lists and manage media files.
5. Radio Tuner - Tune into streaming radio stations.
6. Copy to CD or Device - Copy tracks to your player or to a recordable CD (CDR).
7. Premium Services - Subscribe to online music service, where search and purchase of

music tracks take place (note: this player will not play DRM protected songs).
8. Skin Chooser - Select different outlooks screen display.

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4-2. Ripping Tracks from Music CDs
Windows Media Player can also help you to build up a media library by converting your
Audio CDs to WMA* format so that you can transfer them to your MP3 player. WMA* format
condenses the files to a smaller space so that more songs can fit into your MP3 player.
1. Insert a music CD into your computer.
2. Setup WMA music encoding options by: Tools > Options > Copy Music.
