SPEAKER SYSTEM OPERATION

1.Insert the included audio cable with 3.5mm plugs on
each end into the LINE OUT jack or PHONES jack of
your CD player or MP3 player or computer, and the
other end into the AUDIO IN jack of the speaker
system.

2. Slide the POWER switch of speaker system to the ON position (the LED indicator turns on).
3.Turn on your CD player or MP3 player or computer, adjust the VOLUME control of the

CD player/MP3 player/computer and the speaker system to the desired levels.
4.8Slide the POWER switch of speaker system to OFF position after use.
