Overview

NCS Ware 4.0 integrates Vol P, Auto Attendant, and Microsoft Internet
Information Services (11S) to provide the N-TeliWeb feature that allows
internet users to talk to an extension via Vol P and share web pages.
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System Requirements

e Client/Server System only: NCS Ware Release 4.0 or higher running
on Windows 2000 or Windows NT.

e Client System: Microsoft Internet Explorer 5.5 or better, or Netscape
4.7 or better; NetMeseting 3.01; and Sound Card.

*  Web Server: Microsoft Internet Information Services (11S) 4.0/5.0.

Installing N-TeliWeb

Make sure NCS Ware Release 4.0 has been installed on the NCS Serv
system and the link to TCP/ IP is enabled before continuing with
N-TeliWeb setup.

1. Loginto theclient machine using a domain account and make sure it
is connected to the network on which NCS Serv is running.
Exit any/all Windows applications.
Insert the N-TeliWeb CD into the CD ROM drive of the [ISweb server.

Run the Setup.exe program in the N-TeliWweb\WebCall folder on the
N-Teliweb CD. Follow the step by step installation instructions as
they appear on the screen.

5. N-TeliWebinstallsinto the Homedirectory of thellIS server. To verify
installation, start 11S, and select Default Web Site. The WebCall
directory appears at the bottom of the directory, as shown below.

6. Toverifythephysical location of theWebCall directory, right-click
Default Web Site and select Properties. On the Home Directory tab of
the Properties dialog, the Local Path field showsthe WebCall physical
location on the drive (in this case C:\I netpub\wwwroot).

Y ou can configure N-TeliWeb to display Form Data, VR Data, and URL

History when aweb call is answered by an extension with the NTeliAgent
application.
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Tagging Pages for URL History

To appear in the URL history, the pages the caller visits prior to the call
must be tagged, as shown below:

Scenario 1—Caller Data from Web Page

Thefollowing scenario, based on contactinfo.htm, exemplifiesthe simplest
implementation of N-TeliWeb.

1. A web caler browses the company web site and has a question
regarding some product information.

2. Theweb caller clicksthe "contact us' link on the web page. The
Customer Information page (contactinfo.htm) opens.

3. Theweb caller entersthe required information, then clicks the Submit
button. The WebCall window (webcall.htm) appears.

This scenario directly dials a pre-set extension. Y ou can

also set the WebCall window to display a DialPad that

caller can useto dial any extension. For details, refer to
“Customizing Contactinfo.htm” on page 9.

4. OnceNetMeeting successfully connectsto aVVol P port, the web caller
isrouted to the proper extension.

If NetMeeting isnot installed on the caller’ scomputer (or
@ it’s not configured correctly), an error message displays.

Y ou can use the Contact.htm page to collect caller information, and
automatically direct the call to a specific extension.This collected
information is then displayed on the agent’ s screen.

To Alter Form Data

implementation of N-TeliWeb.

1. A web caler browses the company web site and has a question

regarding some product information.

2. Theweb caller clicksthe "contact us' link on the web page. The

selection of Sales or Tech support.
TheDialPad isvisibleto allow theweb caller to close the
@ Auto Attendant windows and dial anumber directly, if so

desired.

Configuring Auto Attendant for Scenario 2

Scenario 2 demonstrates how to use Auto Attendant in conjunction with
N-TeliWeb. For example, when theweb caller clicksthe Submit button (1),
WebCall connects and the Customer Support page appears. When the
customer clicks Sales (2), the Customer ID (3) and Product 1D (4) pages

follow before the caller is put through.
