Basic Playback
Plays DVD, CD. CD-R. CD-RW. Kodak Picture CD procedure described below.

* Press and hold O key for 3 seconds to select PLAYER mode

* “PLAYER?” indicator turns on.

* Press A Eject button to eject the disc

* Press »/11 play/pause button first to pause playback and press again to start playback

* Press e« Previous button to go to the previous track, and hold down for 2
seconds to perform fast reverse playback.

* Press »» Next button to go to the next track, and hold down for 2 seconds
to perform fast forward of playback

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TROUBLE SHOOTING

If operation freezes the screen goes black or the unit should otherwise not
function propetly, try turning the power off then back on. Alternatively, try
the following methods in the order listed until the unit returns to normal
playback mode.

1. Turn the car’s ignition OFF and back ON again.

2. Press the RESET button on the face of the unit.
