Using the SMPREP Utility

Overview:

SMPREP has been developed in order to allow low level format of SmartMedia
cards. It will prepare the media with a single partition. The current version of
SMPREP has been developed for Windows 98 and supports SmartMedia cards
ranging from 2MB to 128MB capacities.

By using the SMPREP utility you will lose all data aready present in the
SmartMedia card.
