Mounting Reflector

The unique rubber collar fastening system
provides secure and rapid handling and allows
the reflectors to fit all of the Profoto flashes,
HMI’'s and Tungsten heads.

Changing Glass Cover

When removing the glass cover, unlock the two
safety pins by pressing down and pulling, one by
one. Remove the glass cover. To lock the glass
coverwhentheglasscoverorlampsare changed,
fit the glass cover carefully and make sure the
safety pinsfitproperlyinthe existing holesoneach
side of the glass cover. Secure the glass cover to
lock by pressing the safety pins down and then
pushing them one by one under the top screw.

Changing Modeling Lamp

When removing a modeling lamp, pull the
modeling lamp straight out of the socket.
When inserting a new modeling lamp, insert
it straight into the socket. Do not touch lamp
with bare hands.

Changing Flash Tube

When removing a flash tube, remove the glass
cover, unlock the flash tube trigger by unfolding
the stainless steel ribbons around the clasp,
grasp the flash tube in the bottom and pull it
straightoutof the sockets.Wheninsertinganew
flashtube, checkthatthetrigger claspfitproperly
around the flash tube trigger connection. Lock
the flash tube trigger by folding the stainless
steel ribbons around the clasp.
