The TV does not switch on:

The remote control is not working

properly:

*  Verify that the remote control batteries
are correctly inserted according to the +/-
orientation.

The standby light on the TV blinks red:

* Turn off the TV and unplug the mains
cord. Wait until the TV cools down before
reinserting the mains cord and turning on
the TV. If the blinking occurs again, contact
our Customer Support Centre.

* Enter ‘8888’ as described in Section 5.8.3
Lock TV channels or connected devices (Child
lock).

The TV menu is in the wrong language

»  See Section 6.1 Automatically install channels
for instructions on how to change the TV
menu to your preferred language.

When turning the TV on/off/to standby,

you hear a creaking sound from the TV
chassis:
