Thank you for your purchase of the LCD COLOR TV product. To ensure safety and many 
years of trouble-free operation of the TV, please read all these instructions carefully and follow
all warnings before using this product.

1. READ INSTRUCTIONS
Read all of these instructions carefully and follow all instructions marked on the TV
equipment.

2. KEEP THIS MANUAL
Keep this manual in a safty place for later use.

3. CLEANING
Unplug this TV equipment from the AC power outlet before cleaning. Do not use
liquid cleaner or aerosol cleaners. Use a soft and dry cloth for cleaning.

4. ATTACHMENTS
Do not use attachments not recommended by the TV equipment manufacturer as
they may result in the risk of fire, electric shock or other injury.

5. WATER AND MOISTURE
Do not place this TV equipment near water, for example, near bathtub, kitchen
sink, laundry tub, in a wet basement, or near a swimming pool, or the like.

6. HEAT
Keep the TV equipment away from the heat sources such as radiator, heater, stoves
and other heat-generating products

7. SETTING
Do not place this TV on unstable cart, stand, or table. Placing the TV on an
unstable base can cause the TV to fall, resulting in serious personal injuries as well
as damage to the TV.

10. OBJECT AND LIQUID ENTRY
