If the coffee machine is not used for more than 20 days, it is advisable to
replace the filter.

To store an already opened filter, seal it in a nylon bag and keep in the fridge;
do not store it in the freezer to avoid damaging the filter properties.

Before using the filter, leave it to soak in the water tank for 30 minutes.

Once it is taken out of its pack, do not keep the filter in the open air.

The filter must be replaced 90 days after opening the packing or after treating
