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Installing Batteries in the Remote Control

With normal use, the batteries in the remote control should last about a year. If you notice a performance
degradation while using the remote, the batteries may need to be replaced. Make sure you replace both
batteries and do not mix old and new batteries in the remote control. If you won't be using the remote
control for a long time, remove the batteries and store them in a cool dry place.

Troubleshooting

Make sure the “Mute” button is off.

No picture or sound. Try another channel.

Make sure the TV is plugged in.

Check the antenna connections.

No color or wrong colors. Make sure the program is broadcasted in color.
Adjust the picture settings.

Picture rolls vertically. Adjust the antenna.
Check all wire connections.
If you are using a VCR, check the tracking.

Erratic operation, or Unplug the TV for 30 seconds, then try again.
intermittent failure.

Remote control failure. Press the “Mode” button to put your remote control
info “TV" mode.
Make sure the remote has batteries.

TV won't switch on. Make sure the wall outlet is working.
