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Read and understand all instructions in the owner’s
manual.

Follow all warnings and instructions marked on the prod-
uct.

Unplug this product from telephone jacks before clean-
ing. Do not use liquid or aerosol cleaners. Use a damp
cloth for cleaning.

Do not use this product near water,or when you are wet.
For example, do not use it in a wet basement or near a
swimming pool, bathtub, shower, kitchen sink,wash bowl
or laundry tub.

Install this product securely on a stable surface. Serious
damage may result if the product falls and it will void
your warranty.

Install this product in a location where no one can step
on or trip over the cords.

Do not place objects on the cord that may cause damage
or abrasion. Do not locate this product where persons
walking on it will abuse the cord.

Use only with Class 2 power source, plug polarity, 9V DC,
200 ma, AC/DC adapter.

Never insert any objects into this product through case
openings. They may touch dangerous voltage points or
short out parts that could result in a fire or electric shock
and will void the warranty.

If this product does not operate normally, see the “Main-
tenance” section in this owner’s manual. If you cannot
resolve the problem, or if the product is damaged, refer
to the “UNIDEN Limited Warranty” section of this own-
er’s manual.

If the product comes in contact with any liquids, unplug
the line cord and AC adapter immediately.

Make sure you have a modular wall jack near the place you
have chosen to install the unit. If you have an older phone
jack, you’ll need to buy a modular jack adapter. If the wall
jack is more than 7 feet away, you will need a longer line
cord or if the AC outlet is more than 5 feet away you will
need an AC adapter with the same voltages that has a longer
cord.

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Installation

First Time Installation
1.

Connect the adapter. Plug the large part of the adapter
into the wall outlet and the adapter tip to the jack at the
rear side of unit. (Use only 9V DC, 200mA, center positive
Class 2 adapter.)

. Connect the telephone line cord.

A. To connect without an answering machine.

» Take the new line cord to connect the PHONE jack

of your new caller ID phone to the modular wall jack.
B. To connect with an existing answering machine.

e Use the existing line cord supplied to connect the
LINE jack of your answering machine to the wall
modular line jack

e Take the new line cord supplied to connect the tel-
ephone’s jack of your new caller ID phone to the
PHONE jack of your answering machine.

e Set your answering machine to answer the phone
after 2 or more rings.

. Follow the procedure“Setting Up Your Unit”to set up your

unit.

Place the unit on a flat table or mount it onto a wall. If you
desire to place it onto a wall, please use the wall mount
bracket and short line cord supplied to accomplish the
wall mounting.

Wall Mounting

Remove the Handset from the Handset Cradle and slide
the plastic Handset Tab (located just below the Hook
Switch) up and out of its slot.

Turn the Handset Tab around and reinsert the tab back
into its slot so that the plastic tab extends outward acting
as a hook to hold the Handset when mounted on the wall.
Turn the phone over so that you are looking at the bottom
of the phone. Attach the removable Wall Mount Bracket
into the Wall Mount Slots at the bottom of the phone.
The back of the phone should then have two round plas-
tic holes which can be used to hang your phone on the
wall.

Once attached to the phone, use the Wall Mount Bracket
to hang this unit on the wall plate in the wall.

If you do not wish to mount your phone on the
wall, the Wall Mount Bracket can be reversed
and installed closer to the top of the unit’s base
above the battery compartment during installa-
tion in order to raise the angle of the phone’s
LCD when sitting on a table or desk.



Data Port

This is a connection which is in parallel with the telephone
line. It allows the connection of Device such as a modem,
caller ID or an answering machine. The data port is across
line .

After the adapter is connected, the display will show as indi-
cated below for setting.

(Stand-By Screen) and be ready to receive incoming calls.
You have to set the LDS code as“1”when you are in the

The time and date are automati-
cally set when a caller ID (CID)
number is received. The unit will
keep the current time accurately,
and is updated each time a CID
number is received.

Using Your Telephone

Pulse And Tone Dialing

1. If your home is equipped with a touch tone dialing sys-
tem, set the TONE switch to the Tone position.

2. If your home is equipped with a rotary (pulse) dialing
system, set the PULSE switch to the Pulse position.

3. Ifyou are unsure which system you have, set the switch
to the TONE position. Lift the handset. When you get a
dial tone, dial a telephone number. If the dial tone contin-
ues, move the switch to PULSE, and then dial the tel-
ephone number again.

In order for the Caller ID callback feature to
work (see using the Caller ID Function), you
must set the PULSE/TONE switch to the Tone
position.

Receiving A Phone Call

1. Be sure the RINGER switch is set to the HI or LOW po-
sition.

2. When the phone rings and the caller’s information shows
on the display window (refer to Using the Caller ID Func-
tion), Lift the handset or press the SPEAKERPHONE but-
ton and begin your conversation.

3. Set the Ringer switch to the OFF position when you do
not want to be interrupted by the phone ringing.

Placing A Phone Call

1. Lift the handset or press the SPEAKERPHONE button
and wait for a dial tone.

2. Dial the telephone number you wish to call. The number
will appear on the display window.

Speakerphone Button
1. Receiving Incoming Calls
A When the phone rings and the caller’s information
shows on the display window (refer to Using the Caller
ID Function), press and release the Speakerphone but-
ton and talk normally into the built-in microphone from
a distance of 5-6 inches.
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B You can adjust the volume of the caller’s voice by slid-
ing the VOLUME CONTROL on the right side of the
phone.

C After the conversation has finished, press the
SPEAKERPHONE button to hang up.

2. To MakeA Call

A Press and release the SPEAKERPHONE button.

B When you hear a dial tone, dial the number or press
the auto memory button just as you would on any other
push-button telephone. The number appears on the
display window.

C When your party answers, adjust the sound level of
his or her voice by sliding the VOLUME CONTROL
located on the right side of the phone.

D After the conversation has finished, press
SPEAKERPHONE to hang up.

If you wish to switch from speakerphone to hand-
set, simply lift the handset.

If you wish to switch from handset to speakerphone,
m press and release Speakerphone and then hang
up the handset.

Duration Counter

A built-in counter will start counting form your reference 6
seconds after you lift the handset or 6 seconds after you dial
a telephone number.

Tone Button

If the PULSE/TONE switch is set to the PULSE position,and
you want to make a tone dialing call after pulse dialing, press
the TONE button once, then dial the number. The number
dialed out will be changed to tone dialing automatically with-
out setting the PULSE/TONE switch to TONE position.

Automatic Memory

This telephone can store up to 20 telephone numbers (10
auto memory buttons and 10 keypad memory locations).Each
of the memory number locations can store up to a maximum
of 16 digits. Numbers can be stored in either pulse or tone
mode.

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To Store A Phone Number In Memory:
1. Press the STORE button,“MEMORY STORING” appears
on the display window.

2. Dial the number you want to store in memory.
3. Press STORE again.
4. Press the desire memory location.

e To store in an auto memory button (located on right-
hand side of base) — Press 1,2,3 or 10).
e To store in a keypad memory location — Press one of
the keypad buttons  (1,2,3.or 0).
5. Use pull out memory index to write in name and loca-
tion where it is stored.

To Dial A Phone Number In Memory:
1. Lift the handset and wait for a dial tone.
2. Press any memory location.

e To dial an auto memory button (located on right-hand
side of base) — Press the desired auto memory button
(1,2,3.... or 10).

e To dial a keypad memory location — press the
MEMORY button first, and then the desired keypad
button (1,2,3.... or 0).

3. The number will be displayed and dialed automatically.

Volume Button

A built-in amplifier feature allows you to increase the listen-
ing volume in the receiver of the handset when speaking with
your party.When needed, press the VOLUME button.

The volume will go back to normal after you hang up the
handset.

Redial Button

1. If the number you dialed is busy, or you want to call the
last number dialed again, press and release the hook
switch for a new dial tone.

2. Press REDIAL. The number will appear on the display
window.

3. The last number called will automatically be redialed.
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Pause Button

The PAUSE button allows you to insert a 3.6 second pause in

the dialing sequence.This is particularly useful if you are con-

nected to a PABX system where you must dial an access code

(usually the number 9) to obtain an outside line.

1. Press the PAUSE button once and release at any point in
the dialing sequence where a pause is desired.

2. The PAUSE button can be pressed more than once to
create a longer pause.

Hold Button

1. Toplace acall on hold, press the HOLD button and hang
up the handset. The HOLD Indicator will light up and
remain lit until you resume your conversation.

2. To resume your conversation, lift the handset or that of
any extension phone on the same line or press and re-
lease SPEAKERPHONE. The HOLD indicator will go
out and your call can continue.

Flash Button

This telephone provides a break signal for a PABX service of

Call Waiting from your local telephone company. If you have

Call Waiting service, you can operate the Call Waiting func-

tion per the following instructions.

1. While having a conversation, another party calls and you
hear a tone.

2. Press the FLASH button once and release.The first con-
versation is placed on hold and the second call can be
answered.

3. Press FLASH button again and release.The first caller can
be spoken to again and the second call is placed on hold.

If you also have subscribed to Call Waiting Caller
ID service, please see Call Waiting Display be-
low.

Call Waiting Display

In the past, if you had call waiting service, a tone alerted you
there was a new call coming while you were on an existing
call.

Now our Call Waiting Caller 1D not only tells you there is
another call waiting, but lets you know who the caller is be-
fore you answer it.The call waiting information will be shown
on the unit’s display.

Caller ID Service and Call Waiting Caller 1D

Service

The “caller identification” service (Caller ID) allows the call-
er’'s phone number and/or name to be shown on the display
as the call comes in before you pick up the phone. In order
to use this feature, YOU MUST FIRST SUBSCRIBE TO THE
CALLER ID SERVICE provided by your local telephone com-
pany. The name of this service may vary depending on your
telephone company. Before using this feature, please make
sure you have properly entered your area code as explained
in the“ProgrammingYour Area Code”section of this manual.

E When a new call comes in,you must let your phone
information to be displayed.

Message Light

An indicator marked NEW CALL will light up to let you know
when there are new calls received.

If you have a voice mailbox service with your telephone com-
pany, another indicator marked MESSAGE will flash to alert
you to dial your telephone company to check your new mes-
sages.

The MESSAGE indicator also monitors the unit’s situation.
When the phone is in use, the MESSAGE indicator will be on
continuously. If the indicator is flashing quickly, it means the
phone is ringing. If it is not ringing and the light is flashing,
the unit has experienced a power outage.

Message Waiting

This unit’s MESSAGE WAITING DETECTION is for both FSK

and Stutter Tone Systems.

IF YOUR SERVICE IS FSK:

1. Ifyou have avoice mailbox service from the phone com-
pany, the MESSAGE indicator will flash and “MESSAGE
WAITING”will appear on the display for 20 seconds when
a message waiting signal (on) from the Central Office is
received.

2. The MESSAGE indicator will go off and“MSG WAITING
OFF” will appear for 20 seconds if the message waiting
off signal is sent from the Central office.
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If You Are In A Area Where An FSK Signal Is

Not Available:

1. This unit will check your line for a stutter dial tone every
time you hang up or each time a call goes unanswered.
The MESSAGE indicator will flash when there is a mes-
sage waiting.

2. You may experience some delay in seeing the MESSAGE
indicator light up even though there are messages in your
mail box.This delay is due to regulatory matters and does
not indicate a problem with the unit.

This unit may not be activated or deactivated under certain
conditions.For example,when you retrieve your message from
an outside phone (not your own telephone number), the
MESSAGE indicator may not be canceled when you return
home. If you experience this situation, pick up the receiver
and hang up.The MESSAGE indicator will cancel.

Reviewing Calls

1. When the NEW symbol is flashing on the Stand-By screen,
you have new incoming calls. Next to the NEW symbol is
the total number of new calls. Press the REVIEW UP a
or REVIEW DOWN v button to review the incoming
stored calls.

2. The NEW symbol attached to each call will be removed
after you review the call.
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3. Ifthe NEW symbol is still flashing when the display goes
back to the Stand-By screen, there are new calls that you
have not yet reviewed.

4. The reviewed number can be stored into any of the auto
memory buttons or keypad memory locations by press-
ing the STORE button first,then one of the memory but-

tons.

5.  When you have reached the end caL Q)
of the call records, the display will
indicate*“-END OF LIST-”, confirm- -END OF LIST-

Callback

When reviewing received calls, there are two ways to dial the

telephone numbers shown on the display by pressing DIAL.

1 With the handset in its cradle (on-hook), press DIAL.
“PICKUP PHONE” will appear in the LCD display to ask
you to pick up the handset. The number will be dialed
after you pick up the handset.

2 If you pick up the handset, review the calls, and press
DIAL, the displayed number will be dialed immediately.

The HANDSET symbol will light up in the upper

left hand corner of the LCD display when the
handset is picked up.
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If“SET AREA CODE” appear prior to “PICKUP PHONE...” or
dialing, it means you have not programmed the local area code.
Please hang up the telephone and program the area code.

1. If alocal call (a telephone number with the same area
code as you set) is reviewed and its 7-digit number dis-
played, press DIAL to dial the number displayed.

2. Ifalong distance call (a telephone number with a differ-
ent area code than you set) is reviewed and its 10-digit
number (3-digit area code + 7-digit telephone number) is
displayed, press DIAL to dial the number displayed.

Dial Options Button

The DIAL OPTION button allows you to change the format

of the displayed number.The available format follows.

7-digit 7-digit telephone number.

10-digit 3-digit area code + 7-digit telephone number.

11-digit long distance code 1 + 3-digit area code + 7-digit

telephone number.

If a local call,and its 7-digit number is displayed:

e Pressing OPTIONS once will change it to a 10-digit for-
mat (your area code + 7-digit number).

e Pressing OPTIONS twice will change it to an 11 digit
number (1 + your area code + 7-digit telephone number).

e Pressing OPTIONS three times will go back to the origi-
nal 7-digit telephone number.

For example: Your area code is 205 and you are reviewing

When the desired format of the telephone number is reached,

press DIAL to dial the displayed number.

Since the LCD can only display 10 digit telephone
numbers, when you change the format to 11-digits,
only the first 10 digits can be seen, but it will dial
11-digits after you press DIAL.
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If a long distance call, and its 10-digit number is displayed,

1. Pressing OPTIONS once will change it to an 11-digit
number (1 + 3-digit area code + 7-digit telephone
number).

2. Pressing OPTIONS twice will remove the 3-digit area code
and change to display only the 7-digit telephone number.

3. Pressing OPTIONS three times will go back to the origi-
nal 10-digit number.

When the desired format of the telephone number is reached,
press DIAL to dial the displayed number.

Private Calls

e Ifthe caller has exercised the option to block his number
from being sent,“PRIVATE NUMBER” and his name will
alternately display on the screen when this information
is received.

e If the caller has exercised the option to block his name
from being sent, “PRIVATE NAME” and his telephone
number will be displayed on the screen.

e If the caller has exercised the option to block his name
and number from being sent, then “PRIVATE CALLER”
will be displayed on the screen.

Resetting Your Telephone’s Programming
Resetting your telephone’s programming will clear

A the area code and all of the calls from call memory
but your preprogrammed Memory Buttons will not
be deleted. You may wish to write any important
numbers down before performing a reset.

If you wish to clear and/or reset all of your telephone’s pro-
gramming for any reason:

1 Disconnect from phone line by removing phone cable
from*“TO TEL. LINE” jack at the bottom of this phone;

2. Remove one or more batteries;

3. Press one or the review buttons a few times, wait for 10
seconds.

Please follow the “First Time Installation” proce-
dures above to properly reconnect and reprogram
the unit.

Maintenance Information

Although your unit is designed to be maintenance free, it con-
tains sensitive electronic parts. Treat it with care to assure
best performance.

Avoid Rough Treatment: Avoid dropping the unit. The origi-
nal packaging should be used for protection if you must ship
the unit. Dropping or damaging the unit will void the war-
ranty.

Cleaning: The hard plastic casing on your unit has a durable
finish that should retain its original luster for many years. Clean
exposed parts with a soft, slightly damp cloth. To remove
stains, use a mild soap. Never use detergents, excess water,
treated cloths, harsh cleaning agents, or sprays.
