Safety first

ALWAYS shut off the gas valve
before leaving on vacation.

Using the drying rack
The drying rack lets you dry items that you may not wanttotumble; for
example, sneakers, stuffed toys, knitted wool, etc.
The rack does not move, but the drum turns. Make sure nothing hangs
over the edges of the rack.

Lint screen

Clean the lint screen before eachload. A screen blocked by lint can
increase drying time and may be a FIRE HAZARD.

Open the lid and pull the lint screen ROLL the lint off the screen
straight out. with your fingers.
DO NOT run the dryer with DO NOTrinse or wash the screen.
the lint screen loose, Push the screen firmly back into
damaged or missing. place.

Doing so can cause over-
heating, can damage fabrics and
can be a FIRE HAZARD.

Lint removal

Lint can gatherinside the dryer and create a fire hazard. This lint
should be removed every 2 to 3 years, or more often, depending on
dryer usage.
