Read and understand all instructions before using.

Close supervision is necessary when any projector is used by or
near children. Do not leave projector unattended while in use.
Care must be taken as burns can occur from touching hot parts.
Do not operate projector with a damaged cord or if the projector
has been dropped or damaged — until it has been examined by
a qualified serviceman.

Position the cord so that it will not be tripped over, be pulled or
contact hot surfaces.

If an extension cord is necessary, a cord with a current rating at
least equal to that of the projector should be used. Cords rated
for less amperage than the projector may overheat.

Always unplug projector from electrical outlet before cleaning
and servicing and when not in use. Never yank cord to pull
plug from outlet. Grasp plug and pull to disconnect.

Let projector cool completely before putting away.

To protect against the risk of electric shock, do not immerse this
projector in water or other liquids.

To avoid the risk of electric shock, do not disassemble this
projector, but take it to a qualified serviceman when some service
or repair work is required. Incorrect reassembly can cause electric
shock when the projector is used subsequently.

The use of accessory attachment not recommended by the
manufacturer may cause a risk of fire, electric shock or injury to
persons.

Connect this projector to a grounded outlet.

Disconnect this unit from its source of supply before replacing
the projection lamp.

Additional lamp safeguards: never handle lamps with bare fingers;

turn off the projector immediately if the image becomes abnormally
dim; never operate a projector with the lamp housing open; and make
sure that the lamp itself is properly seated.

3 - GENERAL DESCRIPTION

This Dukane Overhead Projector is a transmissive (lamp under stage)
projector designed to project material on transparencies for
audience viewing. This model includes a lamp changing mechanism.

Your Dukane projector is designed to incorporate rugged simplicity
with easy-to-use, efficient operation. With a minimum of routine care
and maintenance, it will provide you with many years of dependable
service.
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4 - OPERATION

Place the projector on a stable surface that is desk or table height.
Make sure that the side vents are not blocked. Plug the power cord
into a standard 120V AC outlet. Turn the projector on. Place a
transparency on the stage. Adjust the focus by turning the focusing
knob.

The lamp changing device allows you to quickly replace a failed
lamp. Simply slide the lamp changing lever towards the side labeled
“SPARE 2.”

5 - CARE IN USE

Maintenance
To clean Fresnel, cover glass and mirror.

Loosen lamp cover screws and remove cover.
Press stage catch.

Lift and swing stage over.

Remove Fresnel (4 screws).

Clean with dry, lint-free cloth.

2. Before inserting a new lamp, move the ejection lever back to its
original position.

3. Avoid touching the new lamp — oily skin can cause discoloration
of the lamp capsule or reflector.

4. Push lamp down into socket until firmly seated with the reflector
lined up with the aperture.
