. Attach the mounting bracket base ring① to the wall or ceiling, wherever you want to 
install the camera. Locate a wall stud or ceiling joist and secure the bracket base ring 
using the supplied screws. Attach the mounting bracket② to the base ring① and 
secure them using the supplied screws. 

. Lock the mounting bracket with the locking ring③.
