Your Synergy® V Universal / DVRremote control is simpleto
program, easy to use,and can operate upto five (5) electronic
devices, which include:

CABLE Cable set-top terminals

TV Televisions
VCR VCR
DVD DVD

AUDIO Audio receivers, amplifiers, CDplayers

Before you can useyour remote control, itmust be programmed
(set-up) to operate theabove devices.

2. Before Getting Started

Some of the specialfeatures and buttons onyour remote control
are as follows:

Point and Press® Programming

Lets you program your TV, VCR, DVD, AUDIO devices without
using codes. For moreinformation, see sections 5 and 14.

[ALL] SmartKey®

Turns your CABLE set-top terminal and TVon / off with one
button press. [ALL] canalso be programmed toturn on / of
additional electronic devices, orautomatically set your correct
TV output channel. Formore information, see section9.

[MODE]

Indicates which mode(i.e. CBL, TV, VCR, DVD,AUDIO) the
remote is currently operating in by illuminating the power
button. To change to a different mode, press [MODE],
then the powerbutton for the electronic device youwish to
operate. For moreinformation, see Section 15.

Memory Guard®

Eliminates reprogramming after battery changes.

3. Installing / Replacing Batteries
Install two (2) new AA Alkaline batteries.Properly match the

“+/-” ends of the batteries with the diagram inthe battery
compartment.
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When the batteries becomelow and need tobe replaced, the
[CBL], [TV], [VCR], [DVD],[AUDIO] buttons will notilluminate
normally or at all during use, and the remote will no longer
operate your devices.

When this occurs, replacethe existing batteries withtwo (2) new
AA Alkaline batteriesto restore normal operationto the remote.

4. Programming Your Cable Set-Top Term

Your remote control is pre-programmed to operate the
Motorola 62xx series DVR set-top terminal. To operate
a different cable set-top terminal, look upthe brand and model
in the Cable SetupCode list and followthese steps:

1. Press [OK], then [MUTE] together until the power /
mode buttons illuminate inslow-rotation (i.e. CBL=TV
—VCR—=DVD—=AUDIO— CBL).

2. From the CableSetup Code list, locatethe 3-digit code for
your brand / modeland enter it onthe keypad of theremote
control. The set-top terminalwill turn off.

3. Then, press[OK] to lockin the code. The power /mode
buttons will blink 3-times and goout.

5. Programming Your TV, VCR, DVD, and AUDIO Devices

Code-Entry Programming

1. Turn onall the electronic devices(TV, VCR,DVD, AUDIO)
you want to program the remote tooperate.

2. Press [OK], then [MUTE] together until the power /

mode buttons illuminate inslow-rotation (i.e. CBL=TV
—VCR—DVD—= AUDIO— CBL...).

3. a.Toprogram your TV, locate the 3-digitcode for your
brand in the TV _Setup Code list and enter it on the
keypad of the remote control. Entry of the correct
code will causeyour TV toturn off. [fmultiple codes
are listed foryour brand, youmay have totry several
different codes until your TV turns off.

b. As soonas you haveentered a 3-digitcode that turns
your TV off, press [MUTE].

1. If the TV turns back on, press [OK] to lock in the
code. The power /mode buttons will blink3-times and
go out.

2. |fthe TVdoes not turn backon, enter a different 3-digit
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setup code until your TV turns back on. Then press
[OK] to lock inthe code. The power/ mode buttons
will blink 3-times andgo out.

4. Toprogram your VCR ,refer to the VCR/ DVD Setup Code
lists and repeat steps2 and 3 above.

5. Toprogram your DVD ,refer to the VCR/ DVD Setup Code
lists and repeat steps2 and 3 above.

6. To program your AUDIO equipment, referto the AUDIO
Setup Code listand repeat steps2 and 3above.

Point and Press® Programming

This method allows youto program the remotecontrol without
using codes. Instead, theremote control automatically finds
the correct command thatyou select in avariety of codes until
you find the codethat operates your device. You thenlock in
the correct code asdescribed below.

The following instructions describe how to program your
remote control using the [CH +] or [CH -] buttons ("Power"
function during programming). You may also program
your remote controlusing other buttons/ functions as described
In Section 14. When using this method, there are several
important points toremember:

« The order in whichyou program your electronicdevices is
not important.

« There may be severalcodes that turn yourelectronic devices on
/ off (orperform other functions). Onceyou lock-in a code,be
sure to check theavailable functions for thatdevice (i.e. TV -Vol
+/-, Mute, TV Input (Input button), VCR - Play, Stop..., DVD
- Play,Stop...; AUDIO - Wl +/-, Mute) tosee if they areoperating.

* While the remote is searching for the correct setup code(s)
for your electronic devices, it is possible thatother (previously
programmed) devices may turn on / off (or perform other

unctions). If this occurs,continue pressing the [CH+] or [CH -]

outtons (or the buttons described in Section 14) until you

ind the correct codefor the device youare programming.

* |t maytake several minutes forthe remote to findthe correct
code that turns yourdevice off (orperforms another selected
function). During this time, the power / mode buttons will

illuminate in fast-rotation (i.e. CBL= TV=—= V(R = DVD
— AUDIO = CBL...).
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Programming your electronic devices usingthe [Ch +] or

2. Next, program your remote to operate thel V functions
of your combination device.

Using the Code Entry Programming methoddescribed in

Section 5, find aIV_Setup Code thatoperates the TV functions
(Power, Vol+/-, Mute) of yourcombination device

3.Last, program yourremote to operatethe VCR functions
of yourcombination device.
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Using the Code Entry Programming method describedin
Section 5, enter, lockand test each 3-digit VCR Setup Code
for your brand until acode is found that operates thetransport
functions (Play, Stop, Rew Pause, Rec) functions ofyour TV
/ VCR combination device.

Before you can test for thecorrect VCR setup code, you must
first press the [MODE] button, then the[VCR] button to put the
remote in its VCR mode.

1. First, turn onyour TV / DVDcombination device and install
a DVD.

2. Next, program yourremote to operate the TV functions.

Using the Code Entry Programming method described in Section
5, find a TV Setup Code that operates the TV functions (Power,
Vola/v, Mute, Cha/v,0-9) of your TV/ DVD combination device.

Before you can testfor the correct DVDsetup code, you must
first press the [MODE] button, then [DVD] buttonto put the
remote in its DVDmode.

4. |f you have a TV /VCR /DVD cembination device, you would
then program your remote to operate the VCR functions.

Using the Code Entry Programming method described in Section 5,
enter, lock and test each 3-digit VCR Setup Code for your brand until
a code s found thatoperates the VCR transport functions (PLAY, STOP,
REW, FWD, PAUSE, REC) of your TV / DVD / VCR combination device.

Before you cantest for thecorrect VCR setupcode, you mustfirst

press the [MODE]button, then [VCR]button first toput the remote
in its VCR mode.

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8. Code Number Read-Back

Toidentify the 3-digitsetup codes storedunder the Point
and Press® programmingmethod, follow these steps:

Toidentify the TVsetup code...

Using the [ALL]SmartKey®

When pressing the [ALL] SmartKey® ,be sure to keepthe
remote control aimed at yourelectronic devices until your
electronic devices turn on or/ off.

Whenever the [ALL] SmartKey is pressed, the mode of
the remote controlwill automatically switch back toCable.

10. Volume Control |

When you first program your remote, volume / mute are
controlled through your TV (except AUDIOwhich defaults
to the AUDIOdevice). The volumecontrol options ineach
mode of theremote are:

CBL TV (default), Cable or Audio.
TV TV (default), Cable or Audio.
VCR TV (default), Cable or Audio.
DVD TV (default), Cable or Audio.

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To control volume / mutethrough your Cable set-topterminal
in the remote’sCable mode...

Toreturn volume controlto your TV, repeat step1, then
press [VOL +], then [TV]in step 2.

11. Channel Memory Button

Your remotehas 1 Channel MemoryButton (See Section
15) which can store up to 5 cablechannels. This button
may come pre-set /labeled to channels selectedby your
cable operator. If this button has not been pre-set by
your cable operator, it can beprogrammed as follows:

Programming Channel MemoryButton

To programthe [Channel Memory] buttonto cable channels 1,
12, 123, 1234, 17,tollow these steps:

1. Press [ChannelMemory], then [CBL]together until
the [CBL]button illuminates.

Tostore
fewer than 5 channels, you can press the [Channel

Using Channel Memory Button

Using the aboveprogrammed channels asan example...

1. Press[Channel Memory] - Cable set-top terminal
tunesto channel0001.

2. Press[Channel Memory] again- Cable set-top
terminal tunesto channel0012.

3. Press[Channel Memory] again- Cable set-top
terminal tunesto channel(0123.

4. Press[Channel Memory] again- Cable set-top
terminal tunesto channel 1234,

5. Press[Channel Memory] again- Cable set-top
terminal tunesto channel 0017.

6. Press[Channel Memory] again- Cableset-top
terminal tunesto channel 1....repeat.

Whenever the Channel Memory button is pressed, the
function of the transport buttons will automatically switch
back to Cable.

When pressing the Channel Memory Button, be sure to
keep the remote control aimed at your Cable set-top
terminal to ensurethe full channelnumbers are received
In their entirety.

If you are using your Synergy® V remote to operate a
Cable set-top terminal other than the Motorola 62xx

series DVR model, youmay only have toenter channels
In a 3-digitformat (ex. 012).

This button changesthe input sourceof your electronic
devices. In the remote’s Cable mode, this operates a
Cable function. Inthe remote’s TV mode, this button
changes the Input Source (Input 1, Input 2...) on your
TV. Inthe remote’s VCR mode, this button changes
the TV /VCR Input onyour VCR.

Toprogram [INPUT] tooperate your TVInput function

Note: Youcan also press [VCR]in step 2 aboveto operate
the TV /VCR input function on your VCR. Or press [CBL]
to return to the normal CBL input function.

Toreset your remoteto its factory default settings, follow
these steps:

- your remote was manufactured before Sep 2005 (as
shown by “xxx xxxx A5, B5....H5 xxxxxx' on bar code

In the absence of a keypress
entry, the power / mode buttons will stop illuminating after 45
seconds and the remote will exit the programming mode.

2. When programming the remotecontrol using the [CH+] or
