Dolby Digital

Regions code

An electrical signal that directly
represents sound. Compare this
to digital audio which can be an
electrical signal, but is an indirect
representation of sound. See also
Digital audio.

Aspect ratio

The width of a TV screen relative
to its height. Conventional TVs
are 4:3 (in other words, the screen
is almost square); widescreen
models are 16:9 (the screen is
almost twice as wide as it is high).

Chapter

Just as a book is split up into
several chapters, a title on a
DVD disc is usually divided into
chapters. See also Title.

Component video output

Each signal of luminance (Y)

and component (Pe/Cs, Pr/CR) is
independent to output so that you
can experience picture color as it is.

Digital audio

An indirect representation of sound
by numbers.
