¢ Do not overfill the water tank.

e If steam ironing, is Adjustable Steam Switch in
a steam position, the Temperature Control Dial
in the steam range and did the iron have
enough time to preheat?

e If dry ironing, make sure the Adjustable Steam
Switch is in the DRY IRON position.

e Check the water level.
