Pre-treating dirt and stains

Brush a little washing detergent
dissolved in water onto stains like
collars and cuffs to help shift the dirt.

Treat stains immediately

Plunge the stained area into cold
water, or sponge it down. This
prevents the stain from setting. Wash
as soon as possible afterwards.

Nappies: Scrape off any excess baby
cream, such as Vaseline® from the
nappies before washing. Use a
Prewash programme (page 11) to
prevent the cream being transferred
to other items in the wash.
